   I included a copy of the 83-86 V65 Magna service manual and there is a section in there, Chapter 4, with excellent pics of the carbs.  When you disassemble your carbs keep the parts separated by individual carb as they are different from front to rear in many cases (baby food jars are great). Don’t be afraid to use a permanent marker in an out of the way spot to keep the carbs straight (number the baby food jars too). They are numbered #1- #4 left to right as you sit on the bike. If you do not split the rack you will not have to hassle with the linkages and the throttle plate synch will be much easier. You will not be able to change the fuel and air tube o-rings however, your call.  To remove the old pilot screw o-ring and washer I use a deck screw. Remove the pilot screw and spring and insert the deck screw and tighten by hand lightly and pull out. Should be a flat washer and an o-ring in there. Keep the flat washer, you will reuse it.  

   I also included a link to Clifton Koch’s website. He did a very nice guide to cleaning these carbs but does not want it copied so I am just including the link. If the link does not work on the CD here it is again- http://users.rcn.com/kochc/moto/carb/carb.html . 

  There is a pic called Profuel filter. These are available at most auto parts chain stores. I highly recommend this mod and you should change out your existing fuel filter as well. It takes only a tiny bit of rust or dirt from your tank to clog the slow jet and you can find yourself wondering why your bike runs like crap right after a carb cleaning.

  A real common problem on the Magnas is the red ¾” fuel hose will crack when you lift the tank and dump all the fuel in the tank. Check this hose and if it is hard and brittle replace it now. It is seriously bad news to have 3 gallons of fuel dump all over your bike in the garage. 

   I am also including a copy of the parts fiche for most of the V4 models. These require Adobe Acrobat Reader, also included.
